Thank you for your interest in The Pasadena Dance Festival. Lineage Dance is proud to present the 4th Annual Pasadena Dance Festival, to be held February 18-19, 2011 at the Pasadena Civic Auditorium.  This year, additional events will be held at the Lineage Performing Arts Center at 89 South Fair Oaks Ave. in Pasadena the week of Feb. 14th. The festival will highlight the dance community of Pasadena and feature teachers and performers from the greater Los Angeles area. The multi-day event will offer an array of dance classes and workshops for all ages from novice through advanced levels, multiple performance opportunities, and a professional performance on the Pasadena Civic Auditorium main stage with Lineage Dance and invited guest dance companies. 

There are four opportunities for Pasadena Dance Festival performers:

1. Festival Offstage: Emerging Choreographer Showcase: 7:00pm on Thursday, Feb. 17th at the Lineage Performing Arts Center 89 South Fair Oaks Ave. For rising professional choreographers. Must be available for tech rehearsal Wed. Feb. 16th. The dance may be 10 minutes maximum in length.  All styles of dance welcome.
2. Festival Professional Performance. 8:00pm on Friday Feb. 18th on the Pasadena Civic Auditorium Main Stage. Professional or semi-professional companies are invited to apply for a slot in the Festival evening performance.  There is some pay.  Participants must be available during the day on Friday Feb. 18th for a tech/dress rehearsal.  The dance may be 10 minutes maximum in length.  All styles of dance welcome.
3. Festival Select Matinee 2:00pm on Saturday Feb. 19th on the Pasadena Civic Auditorium Main Stage. For student or amateur dance groups. These performances will be provided with basic technical support in terms of sound and lighting.  No dress rehearsal provided. The dance may be up to 5 minutes in length. All styles of dance welcome.
4. New this year:Standing on the Edge.  Frit and Frat Fuller of Kin Dance Company present an opportunity for student choreographers to produce and present new work.  This competitive student festival event invites all students in middle school or high school to submit a DVD of a piece of up to 5 minutes in length for consideration.  Selected student pieces will be invited to participate in semi-finals and finals rounds at the Lineage Performing Arts Center in Pasadena.  The grand prize winner will perform in the professional concert of the Pasadena Dance Festival on Friday night Feb. 18, 2011 at the Pasadena Civic Auditorium.

There will be a small honorarium presented to the winning choreographer to support their school’s dance program.  All pieces submitted for Standing on the Edge must be modern or contemporary in style.
